6th Grade—Mrs. Smith’s 6™ grade science class is experiencing in-depth learning of the three groups of rocks in the rock
cycle: igneous rock, sedimentary rock, and metamorphic rock. Students in Mrs. Smith’s 6™ grade social studies class are each
becoming a specialist in an area of ancient Chinese studies such as art, religion, social classes, or government. We are sharing
our expertise with the class by presenting our research findings to the class incorporating visual supplements.

Gales' Math class the students are finishing their
fraction unit and will be working on decimals next. Since ISAT's are just around the corner, ISAT practice will be a big focus
in the coming weeks. We hope your family liked the Starburst book of acrostic poems your son/daughter made in L.A. class.
If you haven't received it, please ask your child about it. Since we've read the novel, The Tale of Despereaux, we will watch
the movie and write an extended response comparing and contrasting the two. We'll also work on writing other types of ex-
tended responses preparing for upcoming ISATs. In math students just finished proportions. Students learned about setting
them up and solving them. Now the math classes are working on different geometry concepts. In science we just finished the
unit on rocks and minerals; students presented their projects and even got to play the games that were created. We will now
begin our journey to the center of the Earth.

Ms. Miller was
thrilled to see all the creativity in the created rock walls. These projects were a great addition to our geometry unit. Miss To-
karz has been digging into her rock unit. The students are mastering the concepts of sedimentary, metamorphic and igneous
rocks.

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NEW STATE IMMUNIZATION GUIDELINES
ALL MIDDLE/HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS
Effective for 2012-13 School Year

Tdap immunization will be required by the State of lllinois for all students entering

6" through 12" grade for the school year 2012-13.

Currently, all students entering kindergarten must have a series of DPT (diphtheria, pertussis, and tetanus) immuniza-
tions, with the addition of a Td (tetanus, diphtheria) booster for high school.

In order to protect students against pertussis, the new law mandates that all students age eleven or older shall show
proof of receiving one dose of adult Tdap (tetanus, diphtheria, acellular pertussis) vaccine.

Therefore, effective for the 2012-13 school year, all students age eleven or older who have not received the adult
Tdap booster will be required to show proof of this immunization.
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macy have partnered to offer a walk-in community clinic to further prevent the spread of whooping cough. Vaccina-

tions will be offered for the Tetanus, reduced Diptheria and Pertussis (Tdap) vaccine. The Centers for Disease Control &
Prevention (CDC) recommends that individuals aged 11 through 64 years receive a Tdap vaccine regardless of when the

last Tetanus-Ditheria (Td) vaccine was given. In addition, adults ages 65 and older who have contact with infants should
receive a Tdap vaccine.

Who: Any individual 11 years or older not previously vaccinated with Tdap
Children 18 years and younger must present with parent and an up to date immunization record.
