6 White Team Discipline Policy
2018 - 2019

Discipline is helping a child solve a problem.  It is the training that develops self-control, character, organization and efficiency.  With an understanding of the purpose of discipline we seek to build a positive school culture with respect and structure.  

We have a school wide discipline code that is explained in the student agenda.

General 6th Grade Classroom Rules:
1. Students will report to class ON TIME with the required materials.
2. Students will keep hands/feet and other objects to themselves.
3. Students will treat each other and all adults with respect.
4. Students will remain in their seats unless otherwise directed.
5. Students will raise hands for permission to speak or to request help.
6. Students will use passes appropriately.
7. Students are expected to complete their own work.
8. Students will respect school property.
9. Students will not chew gum in school.

Consequences/Interventions

Consequences are known as “marks”.  These can be issued by any staff member.
Step One – Student/teacher conference
Step Two – Parent Contact
Step Three – Parent Contact – Lunch or After School  Detention
Step Four – Parent Contact – After School Detention
Step Five – Parent Contact – After School Detention – Team/Parent/Administrator Conference for the purpose of setting up a Behavior Improvement Plan

When infractions occur, students will be eliminated from the end of quarter behavior reward.

Tardies and Unprepareds will be handled at teacher discretion.

NOTE: Any behavior deemed excessive or severe will be handled individually at the team’s or administration’s discretion and may involve advancing the consequence steps.  								

Homework Policy
Homework needs to be completed by the due date. Work that is turned in past the due date will not receive full credit.
