O


https://docs.google.com/document/d/1UYFs_9hcQig6Er071JH3cT4DFoNGFVoHrnbYX-oPjVQ/mobilebasic

Helpful Hints for a DIY breakout

e Be organized!

o (Google is your BFF here. Organize your
questions/puzzles.

o Keep a list of the locks answers, you think you'll
remember, but when several kids are asking
guestions, you won't!

e Take your time, you aren’t going to create this over night.

Walking away and coming back will also allow you to

notice mistakes.



Helpful Hints for a DIY breakout

e Groups
o Have students work in groups of 3-5, each student
having a computer so they can multi-task.
e Time Management
o If this is a review set it up so that students all get the
chance to practice, yet students can conquer and
divide so that the breakout can be done in 1-2 class
periods.
e Use hint cards
o It keeps things fair and you don’t help one group
more than another.
